Baptisms take place by appointment. Meet with
Father Sabo at least three months before making
any other arrangements 815-653-2561

1st Confession-1st Holy Communion or
Confirmation: Contact the Religious Education
office 815-653-2581.

Marriage: Preparation for Catholic wedding ceremony
in the Diocese of Rockford takes place in steps over
a period of at least 6 months. Therefore, meet with
Father Sabo at least 6 months before making any
other arrangements such as flowers, reception etc.

Anointing of the Sick is a sacrament of healing and
comfort. Call the parish office as soon as someone
becomes ill. Also, for chronic illnesses, this sacrament
is offered twice a year.
